Health:Parenting: The Folly of Fault Finding

If children are raised from an authoritarian
perspective, then finding fault with

children’s behaviour goes right along with parental
reward and punishment. Usually this approach
comes from automatic assumptions about how to
raise children. Rooted in society’s norms and in
one’s own familiar past, these are assumed to be
the only and best way to make sure that children
fly right.

Reward and punishment parenting is based on
the child being right or wrong and the parent
knowing the difference. The trouble with this
approach is that the child is oriented toward the
reward and punishment, not the issue at hand. This
makes for less emotional intelligence. For
example, do we want the child to be afraid of
getting hit by a car or afraid of the parent’s wrath
should he run out between parked cars? Do we
want the child to understand that it’s really mean
to hit the other kid on the head with a truck,
because it hurts and shocks the other child or do
we just want blind obedience?

The previous two examples fall into the two
main categories of parental intervention: reality
(danger of cars) and relationship (you make better
friends by playing nicely). The parent always has a
teaching concept for their intervention as long as
they are not being mindlessly rule-based or self-
centered in their reasons for wanting a certain
behaviour from a child.

The parent-child relationship is the most
powerful tool in raising a responsible child yet in
the mind of the authoritarian parent, that idea
could only mean an indulged, selfish child with no
behavioural standards. Parents asked to step back
from authoritarian methods become mystified as to
how they’ll succeed in raising the child properly.

There is no perfect parent in the face of the
endless challenges that present themselves. It will
be when the parent is most stressed and helpless
that the temptation will be there to say, ”Because I
said so”

Conscientious parents feel responsible to
teach their children decent behaviour and
accountability. Good parents want to raise
considerate children who do their homework and
don’t get into serious trouble.

The beauty of coming out of automatic
reactions to the challenges of child rearing is the
beauty of authentic relationship. The child learns
how relationship is co-created. His self-esteem is
enhanced as he learns about his world and how he
can influence others for the better. She feels safe
because the parent is approachable and a trusted
source of cooperative problem solving. Power
struggles are minimized. Bonding is maximized!

The most dependable safeguard a parent can
provide to their child is meaningful, positive
connection. Mindfully aware relationship lays the
foundation for a purposeful and positive future.

Bullet With A Name is the second studio
album for Three Quarter Stone and it delivers right
out of the gate with the hard driving title track
followed by the heavy groove of 'It Don't Matter'.
This album delivers on all fronts sonically, and
sounds 'Big Studio' with meticulous attention to
production and mastering. The bands sound has
expanded to take on some acoustic songs and
allows us to see more of the range and dynamics

of the vocals.
Its also clear
that the bands
songwriting is
growing in
terms of lyrics
and subject
matter as well,
whether it be
the cheaky 'Out
Of The Blue'
with its comical
finale, or taking
on environmental issues in 'Believe'. There's still
plenty of partying and sexual innuendo on many of
the tracks, but tracks like 'I Don't Need' are
lyrically downright moving and shows us this band
has taken themselves to another level, poised to
compete with any of today's biggest names when
that opportunity arrises. Bullet With A Name is
simply a pleasure to listen to front to back, loud or
soft, and this album manages to escape the
monotony that so many so many other albums
suffer, by including acoustic tracks with electric,
uptempo with moody soulful tracks, and each
delivering a memorable melody.

ESP (Empowered Student Partnerships) is the
largest youth directed school safety program in
Canada.
